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Bicycle Logos Painted on Kensington Streets… What Gives? 
 
 
For the past three weeks, bicycle logos have been painted on certain streets in Kensington, leaving residents 
baffled as to what they meant. The mystery of the logos was revealed when Jim Baross, president of the San 
Diego County Bicycle Coalition, addressed the Kensington/Talmadge Planning Committee on May 11. 

The name of the logo is a “sharrow,” and (among other indications) it is 
a reminder for all drivers to share the road with cyclists. Baross said 
that San Francisco was the first city to receive the sharrows on an 
experimental basis and, after a two-year test period, they were 
deemed effective for statewide use. Kensington is the first San Diego 
community to receive the sharrows, and they are now appearing on 
North Park and Normal Heights streets. 

Baross said that the sharrow markings are intended to show where 
cyclists can ride on the street without being hit by car doors that open suddenly. Although it is the motorist's 
responsibility to check before opening their door, riding too close to parked cars in the "door zone" is a 
common mistake that can lead to serious injury to bicyclists. 

The sharrow markings will also be used in situations where it may not be obvious where cyclists should be 
riding (such as at intersections with multiple turn lanes) and to guide bicyclists on the best streets without hills 
or major traffic. The streets with sharrows will evolve into an interconnecting network of routes for cyclists with 
minimal inclines and less traffic, with a long-range goal of increasing bicycle ridership along safer, easier 
routes.

Dave. To get to the start of the ride, take I-8 east to Boulevard/Manzanita exit # 65, right at the end of the off 
ramp to stop sign. Left on Old Highway 80 to McCain Valley Road. Turn left on McCain Valley Road and travel 
approximately  5 miles to the Lark Canyon staging area and campground. Parking is FREE in the staging area. 
Please do not park in the way of off roaders.  
   
McCain Valley road is an almost car free (usually), graded rolling dirt road. Along the entire route there are 
views of the mountains to the west and the low desert to the east. On a clear day from the scenic overlook you 
can see Mexico to the south, the Salton Sea and clear to Arizona to the east and 10,000 foot high mountains 
to the north. Tunnels, a train wreck and the Carrizo Gorge RailRoad can also be viewed. Please note there are 
no services except enclosed pit toilets (with a roof & locking doors!) at the campground and at the halfway  
point (Cottonwood campground). This is an out and back ride on the same road. Bring a lunch that you can 
transport on your bike (PB&J?) and eat at a campground table or pick a spot with a view. Make sure you have 
more than enough water as the air is usually very dry and no known potable water is available. This is a HIGH 
DESERT ride and this year the weather will be...? I would check the Classic Weather Underground web site for 
Boulevard & Jacumba for temps, etc. and dress accordingly. For after the ride activity, may I suggest a lawn 
chair, a shady spot, a good book and/or a siesta, along with a cooler with cold water, soda or fruit juice. A hike 
is also possible if you wish to exert yourself. Remember, fat knobby tires aired down a bit are best. The road is 
an easy drive even in a low slung passenger car, but on a bike there are a few soft spots so knobby  tires offer 
a more  secure ride. On the return home, don't forget to stop in at the Wisteria Candy Cottage on Old Highway 
80 for some candy made right there in Boulevard.
